Naas Youthreach celebrated Maths Week Ireland 202S with a special interactive workshop on Thursday thelé6th October 2025 which included a visit from
the Minister for Further Education and Training JamesLawless, TD. Maths Week Ireland is one of Europe's leading festivals of its kind, celebrating
mathematics and promoting a positive attitude tfowards maths in everyday life, education and work. The theme of Maths Week 2025 is encouraging
curiosity and confidence in maths through real-world problem-solving.

The workshop focused on interactive, group-based activities that made maths enjoyable and
relevant for young people.
